PERSONAL EMERGENCY EVACUATION PLANS (PEEPS)

(ACCESSIBILITY PLAN FOR ST.JOHN’S P.S.)
Rationale

This plan links to the Emergency Plan and aims to be compliant with all safety procedures and regulations for schools in NEELB.

Aims

We aim to ensure that we are inclusive of all pupils when considering school health and safety procedures.

Consultation

This plan is drafted in consultation with Governors, staff, pupils and families.

Baseline Position

We have a current Emergency Plan and a Policy for Evacuation. These documents make no special mention or reference to pupils with a physical or learning disability.

We have made reasonable adaptations to the school building and grounds to provide for all pupils including those with a physical or learning disability. These are added to in response to requests from parents with children with a special need, or from specialist therapists or experts, or from staff, when additional needs arise.

Emergency Procedures and Evacuation 

On sounding the fire alarm, pupils with a physical or learning disability will be accompanied by their dedicated Assistant to vacate the building via the nearest available exit.

They will assemble with their class for the teacher to take the roll call.

Pupils with a hearing disability will have a pre-arranged visual signal that fire alarm is sounding and that evacuation is commencing.

On the advice of the Principal or teacher in charge, pupils will return to the building.

Special Measures

All entrance doors have grab rails in place.

Ramps allow wheelchair access at the front entrance and at the assembly hall door.
